      Biblical prayers for the congrega-

1.  Pray that the pastor search period will be a  
       time the church learns to seek God Himself  
       and not just a new pastor. Lord, teach us to  
       draw closer to Jesus and trust Him as   
        the true head of the Church.  
        (Jeremiah 29:13; James 4:8). 
2.  Pray for a powerful movement of congre- 
       gational cleansing and renewal.  
       Father, please cause this to be a time of  
       deep healing, cleansing and renewal in   
       our church. (Psalm 66:18; 139:23-24). 
3.  Pray for strong consistency and focus in  
      the present ministry of the church.   
      Please grant wisdom and discernment to the  
      leaders and to our staff. Protect us from any  
      spirit of lukewarmness or losing our first  
      love. Remind us that we serve Jesus, not a  
      pastor.
